Beautiful floral aromatics are accented by a crisp, clean finish. 

Riesling, Peter Mertes, Pfaltz, Germany ..................................................................................................................... 7.5 ............................. 29
This Riesling shows ripe apple and pear flavors balanced by crisp acidity and minerality.

Sauvignon Blanc, Casilero del Diablo, Central Valley, Chile  ................................................................................ 7.5 ............................. 29

Amarone di Valpolicella, Bolla, Italy ............................................................................................................................................................... 60       
Made with dried grapes to create a richer wine with distinct raisin characteristics. 

Brunello di Montalcino, Val di Suga, Italy ...................................................................................................................................................... 69       
Lush flavors of cherry and pine make this the king of Tuscan wines. 

Barolo, Ceretto, ‘Zonchera,’ Italy .................................................................................................................................................................. 72         
This Nebbiolo is intense and harmonic, with tobacco, liquorice and leather aftertaste. 

Promis, Gaja  Ca’ Marcanda Toscana, Italy ................................................................................................................................................... 72      
This SuperTuscan from Gaja combines Merlot, Sangiovese and Syrah for a sublime experience.

Zinfandel

Shiraz, Peter Lehman, Barossa Valley, Australia .......................................................................................................................................... 28      
A black, rich and full-bodied wine with intensely concentrated fruit flavors and a soft finish.  

Shiraz-Viognier, Terlato-Chapoutier, Victoria, Australia ........................................................................................................................... 40
 This Shiraz is co-fermented with a small amount of Viognier to add subtle aromas to an otherwise big, fruit driven wine.

Syrah, Mont Gras ‘Antu’, Ninquen Mountain, Chile ...................................................................................................................................41
A cool weather Syrah that totally delivers: smoke, leather, bacon and black fruit.

Shiraz, Two Hands  ‘Gnarly Dudes,’ Barossa Valley, Australia ................................................................................................................. 49    
A favorite of Obama, this wine is filled with rich flavors of black pepper, raspberry, plum and licorice.
